“Repent, then, and turn to God, so that
your sins may be wiped out, that times of
refreshing may come from the Lord, and
that he may send the Christ, who has been
appointed for you-even Jesus’ (Acts 3:19-
20; NIV).

There are some great accounts in Acts of
people, individualsand groups, who turned
to God. There is not a more significant
story of turning than the account of the
conversion of Saul.

Saul was bent on destroying the Way. He
wanted to be a God follower, and believed
that he was doing just what God wanted
him to do. He was terribly mistaken. For
Paul to become a Christian, hewould have
to make adramatic turn. Hewould haveto
make a decision to become one of the
people he had at one time arrested.

Jesus himself, in a post-ascension appear-
ance, convinced Saul of his resurrection
and lordship. Saul could still have chosen
to disbelieve. He could have chosen to
continue his familiar path. Instead, he
obeyed the instruction of Ananias, and
turned to Jesus. The zeal with which he

persecuted Christians was turned toward
making Christians. The determination he
possessed that no Jew should follow Jesus,
became a determination that no Jew or
Gentile should be without Jesus.
