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(2 Cor. 4:12)

The Most Amazing
Miracle

The masses were amazed at his teaching.
The leper was cleansed.

The centurion’s servant and Peter’s mother-
in-law were cured.

Jesus clarified his call with challenges about
priorities and cost.

He calmed the storm.

He cast out the imps.

Now when some men of faith come to him
with a paralyzed friend, Jesus forgives sin
(Matt. 9:2-8). He has power and authority
over the scribes, disease, demons, and
disaster on the sea. But if all scribes were
silenced, all diseases were healed, every
demon was exiled, and every storm was
stilled — if people are unforgiven, tragedy
remains.

When Jesus saw their faith, he forgave the
paralyzed man’s sins. He didn’t say, the sins
had been forgiven and remain forgiven. He
forgave the sins — on that spot, at that
moment. Jesus forgave the sins.

“This fellow blasphemes,” the teachers of
the law whispered. Jesus was slandering
God, they accused. Normally that charge
meant that someone used the name of God
and spoke evil about him. Here they
believed God was slandered if someone
claimed to do something that only God
could do. And they knew that only God
could forgive sins. Luke and Mark inform
us that they expressed that belief aloud
(Luke 5:21; Mark 2:7).

What they said was true. Only God can
forgive sins. Jesus didn’t respond with a
sarcastic, “You got that right.” Instead he
gave them what they needed. He showed
them something they could understand and
believe if they would. Concluding that it is
easier to say “Your sins are forgiven” than
it is to say, “Get up and walk” he turned to
the paralyzed man and told him to get up
and walk. And he did! Another amazing
miracle!

The most exciting thing about this miracle
is not that a paralyzed man walked. The
most exciting thing is that it proved his sins
were forgiven. And the greatest thing about
the miracle of forgiven sins is not that it
occurred, but that it occurs. Every time

Jesus sees faith in the person who changes
his or her mind about sin and is baptized,
sins are forgiven (Acts 2:38).

When sins are forgiven, tragedy is not
simply avoided — it is defeated.

We’ve written before about how life is
about changes. Now it’s about even more
changes.

Since life changes, with or without our
permission, constant evaluation and
adjustment as a couple is a must! In the
past week, Richard has changed his work
schedule because he loves the blessing of
taking Brittney to school. In 8 months,
Brittney will have her license and she will
be driving herself to school. So, while he’s
got the chance, they ride together listening
to music or talking about classes, cross
country, and anything else that comes to
mind.

We’ve changed the way we sit at the dinner
table so that we are all close to each other.
We’ve changed the way we communicate
amongst the four of us. We changed
spending habits. These changes prompted
thought about other changes. We felt like
our bedtime devotionals were getting a
little dry, so we changed the format. Now,
we read the devotional at night and then
discuss the question while we are walking
together in the morning.

It doesn’t need to take a major event like a
firstborn going to college to prompt an
evaluation of your marriage. Take some
time regularly to talk about what you still
love about your relationship and what you
would like to change.

Happily married couples are constantly
making adjustments to meet the needs of
marriage. Just be sure you communicate
about them!

As you make adjustments, make sure you
control them as a couple.

While we grow as
Christians, Jesus is “the same yesterday,
today, and forever” (Heb. 13:8). That’s
stability. While you grow as couple, trust
that Jesus will remain close to you; and be
sure your spouse knows that your faith,
character, commitment, and love will not
change. That’s stability!

What adjustments do you need to make to
renew your marriage?
